MS degree in Mathematical Sciences

Overall Program Objective

The purpose of this two-year program is to offer students who hold a bachelor's degree in mathematics or a related field the opportunity to broaden their knowledge in the several fields of mathematics and its applications.  The program is designed to prepare graduates for careers in education, industry and the financial services, as well as preparing students for the PhD program in mathematics.

The first year of the program provides a broad background in modern mathematics, with foundational courses in modern analysis and algebra.  The second year is devoted to more specialized topics, namely geometry, topology and combinatorics.  The courses are designed with two broad goals in mind:

· First, to teach the key concepts of modern mathematics and thereby allow students to understand the main directions of mathematical research.

· Second, to train students in logical thinking and abstract reasoning, and to sharpen their problem-solving skills.

In addition, students gain valuable classroom experience by teaching undergraduate courses throughout the program.
