PhD degree in Mathematics

Overall Program Objective

The purpose of this three-year program is to offer students who hold a master's degree in mathematics the opportunity to gain expertise in a branch of modern mathematics, and to conduct original research leading to a PhD thesis. The program is designed to prepare graduates for academic positions at research universities, as well as non-academic positions in industry and the private sector.

It is assumed that PhD candidates have obtained a Master's degree in mathematics (or its equivalent) and have a solid background in modern mathematics.  The required courses are intended to develop the student's knowledge of current areas of research, and to help the student identify an area of research and find an advisor.  The student's research is conducted under the supervision of the PhD advisor.  Students gain valuable classroom experience by teaching undergraduate courses throughout the program.
